   Summer Camp 2018
    Opening/Closing and Hours of Operation:

The summer camp program begins the week of May 21-25, 2018. The hours of operation are from 7:00 A.M. – 6:00 P.M., Monday – Friday. The summer camp program ends on Friday, July 20th. We will be closed for the Memorial Day holiday on Monday, May 28th. We will be closed for the Independence Day Holiday on Wednesday, July 4th. Adventure Club will be closed Monday, July 23rd-Tuesday, July 31st. The 2018-2019 school year begins Wednesday, August 1st. We will re-open on Wednesday, August 1st. for after school care, for 1st-3rd. graders. Kindergarten Care will begin on Thursday August 2nd. We will provide all day care during Kindergarten Kickoff for those students signed up.



  Camp and activity fees:
The enrollment period for summer camp is from April 2nd, 2018 through April 30th, 2018. The Activity fee is $25.00. All schedule changes must be made by Friday, 

May 11th, 2018. The two-week change of status and withdrawal notice does not apply to the summer camp program. We accept both full and part time enrollment during the summer. We do not accept drop-ins during the summer. Full time (3 or more days per week) fees are $90.00. Part time (1 or 2 days per week) fees are $25.00 per day. Field trips and special events are additional and vary from $3.00 - $25.00. Field trip and special event fees are to be paid in your weekly/daily check.  Payments are due on Monday and must be received no later than Wednesday. Part time fees are due on the first day of attendance or prior to attending. Payments not paid by Wednesday are charged a $5.00 late fee. You are required to pay for all weeks/days and trips you reserve for your child.




   Arrival and Departure:

 Please do not drop your child off outside the building. It is a DOE requirement that the campers be safely inside and signed in upon arrival. Please walk your child into the clubroom (portable bldg) to sign them in. If your child is going to be absent, please call to let us know. In the afternoon when you come to take your child home, you must enter the building and sign your child out. Your child must remain with you. Please supervise not only your child but also any others in your care. You may get your child from an area only after you have signed him/her out.  Please see that individuals you designate to come for your child have proper identification (pictorial ID.)  

             Camp Activities:
There are nine weeks of summer camp. Campers participate in a variety of activities and field trips during camp. Although most activities are offered for all groups and are done within the individual group, there will be times when campers have a choice of activities. The activities available daily are outside play, gym games, board games, arts and crafts, free group choice, and game centers. 
Special activity/theme days are theme based with a variety of games, music, challenges, and fun for all groups. 
Special guests are groups or individuals invited to come and share their talents and skills with the boys and girls during summer camp. 

Clubs days are days when each child will be able to spend more time participating in an activity of choice – typical choices are science, arts and crafts, chess, building and construction, gym games.
Enrichment activities are activities designed to offer practice in math, social studies, or language arts skills. Campers may bring a book from home to read or choose from the books at Adventure Club. Summer is an excellent time to continue with the accelerated reader program. 
                                Swim Trips:
We will swim at Springbrook Pool during summer camp.  Campers will be given training in water safety, pool rules and our pool routine. Non-swimmers are not allowed in the pool unless they have on a Coast Guard approved life jacket. Arm “swimmies”, floats, fins and water toys are not allowed. It is not required, but strongly urged that your child wear his/her bathing suit to camp on swim days.  Campers will need a towel, shirt and shorts or cover-up to wear over their bathing suit and a plastic bag for wet items. They may wear sandals or flip-flops to the pool.  Please make sure to send a complete set of clothing (underwear!) if your child wears his/her bathing suit to camp. It is a good idea to label all clothing and your child’s towel. Towels for the pool do not need to be large, most campers use them only to dry themselves. Please provide sunscreen of the proper SPF for your child. We suggest the spray form. If your child is not permitted to swim, we ask that you make other arrangements for the day. The cost for swim trips is $8.00.  




      Personal Toys:


· Campers are asked to not bring personal toys and games daily during summer camp.

· Toys and games may be brought on designated “Games and Gadgets” days only. Games and Gadgets days are included in the weekly activity calendar. All items must be labeled! The following guidelines must be followed:

1. No toys are to be taken outside or to the gym.

2. Children may not share, loan, or borrow games from other children.

3. If you send video or music players, cell phones or cameras please remind your child that No picture taking or videotaping is allowed!

4. Electronic games/game units must be given to the teacher or director for safekeeping when not in use (I Pads, Kindles, DS, etc.)

5. Please make sure any electronic games are fully charged before coming to Adventure Club. We are unable to charge games for students.

6. If at any time bringing personal items from home becomes a problem or your child fails to follow the guidelines, this privilege will be lost.

7.  Adventure Club is not responsible for lost, stolen or broken toys or games. Please consider an item’s worth before allowing your child to bring it – both personal and monetary.

  Field Trips:
· Parents are required to sign permission for all field trips. We are not permitted to accept permission over the phone or by anyone other than the parent or legal guardian. All staff go on field trips.  If your child cannot go on the trip, you must make other arrangements for the day. Campers are required to wear their camp shirt on all field trips.  They must wear tennis shoes (socks) or comfortable walking shoes.  No flip-flops, sandals or “crocs” except on pool trips.  Please do not send money, toys, books, or personal items with your child on trips. 

· Please have your child on site thirty minutes before the time designated for departure. This time is needed for preparation of the transportation log, to ensure all campers have all items needed, and all of the requirements for each trip are met. 

· All trips are on Maryville City Schools’ approved school buses.  Appropriate behavior is a must for safety.  Please remind your child of the importance of this. Campers must walk, not run to the bus with their teacher/group when leaving the school or field trip site. Campers must wait quietly while the roll is taken for the transportation log before boarding the bus. When boarding the bus, campers must go quietly to their assigned seat and remain seated facing the front at all times.  Campers should keep their hands, arms and head inside the bus at all times. No shouting, rough housing, throwing items or otherwise unnecessary activity will be allowed at any time. Campers must follow all bus rules and instructions from the bus driver or staff promptly.  Campers may not open or close a window but should ask a teacher to do so. Emergency door and safety equipment are for emergency use only and should not be touched by campers unless instructed to do so.  When unloading, campers must wait quietly while the roll is called before leaving the bus with their group.  After the campers have unloaded, the director or assistant director will check the bus to make sure no campers remain. A camper may be denied the privilege of going on field trips if his/her behavior is unsafe or causes a disruption on the bus or at a field trip site. Campers will be given training in bus safety, our transportation log routine, and appropriate behavior on the bus. Before each field trip we will discuss information about the trip, what students may expect and appropriate behavior.

                             Food and Nutrition:
· We will serve a morning snack and an afternoon snack. When lunches and drinks are brought from home, we ask that drinks be nutritious and that foods are simple and ready to eat. Because of the large number of campers eating lunch, we are unable to heat foods. However, we do have refrigeration. Please do not send candy, gum or soft drinks in your child’s lunch. Special dietary needs and food allergies need to be indicated in the enrollment packet. A meeting with the director is requested so that we may ensure your child’s needs are met. 

· We participate in the USDA Summer Feeding Program. You will be given details concerning this (free to all campers) lunch program. This lunch program has been sponsored for several years by Maryville High School. Arrangements are made for special dietary needs through this program. The weekly menu will be posted in the sign-in/out area. We will let you know when this program begins and when it ends. 

· It is important that your child eat breakfast each morning. Although we serve a morning snack it is meant as a supplement, not as the morning meal. If your child arrives prior to 8:00 a.m., you may send your child’s breakfast with them. Please send only simple, fully prepared items. 

                  Additional Reminders:
· It is a good idea to label your child’s clothing in the summer. Please do not dress your child in clothing that cannot get dirty or possibly stained. Please remember your child must wear tennis shoes or comfortable walking shoes for gym or outdoors play. Sandals and flip-flops have resulted in falls and injuries on the playground and in the gym. Campers may bring tennis shoes or other sturdy play shoes to change into for gym or outdoors play if they choose to wear sandals or flip-flops to camp. No halters, midriffs or clothing that contains references to drugs, alcohol, violence, put downs or negative phrases may be worn to camp.

· Campers are expected to follow the same disciplinary guidelines as they do during the school year. They must not intentionally hurt others or engage in acts that put their own safety in jeopardy. They must listen to the adults who supervise them and respond respectfully to these adults. Campers are expected to exercise self-discipline. Hitting, threatening, taunting or teasing other campers will not be tolerated. The use of “bathroom talk”, profanity or inappropriate gestures will not be tolerated. Inability to follow rules (on or off site) to the extent that it disrupts the program may result in a child being dismissed from summer camp. We ask your assistance in stressing the importance of “personal best behavior” in your child.

· If your child has a medical condition that requires daily monitoring, medications, or the use of medical equipment, inhalers, or an epi-pen, you are requested to meet with the director so we may complete a Sam Houston Adventure Club Medical Plan. If your child is required to take prescribed medication at any time during summer camp, we must have a completed medical authorization form signed by the parent and the prescribing physician. All medications must be in the current pharmacy labeled container with prescribing instructions.
